• The Society of St. Vincent de Paul (SVDP) serves the less fortunate in Cincinnati & Hamilton County. 
• SVDP fosters hope by providing spiritual, emotional and financial assistance on a person-to-person basis to the poor, lonely and 
forgotten in our community.  
• SVDP has more than 795 volunteers working in parish-based groups in Cincinnati & Hamilton County neighborhoods.   
¥ In 2005, the Cincinnati Council of St. Vincent de Paul, was named ÒNon-Profit of the YearÓ by the CincinnatiUSA Regional 
Chamber of Commerce, recognizing excellence in business and commitment to helping neighbors in need. 
 
• In 2007, contributed volunteer hours totaled 65,387, including: 
 Neighborhood volunteers -  795 volunteers committed 48,406 hours. 
 Bank Street Pantry - 26 regular volunteers committed 2,856 hours.   
 Thrift Stores & other community programs -  14,125 volunteer hours.  
 
• In 2007, SVDP helped 73,694 people through its programs:  
 Parish-based Volunteer Groups – helped 42,284 people & made 6,674 home visits to neighbors in need. 

Social Services – helped 10,697 people. 
 Food Pantry – helped 16,849 people.  
 Charitable Pharmacy – helped 585 people (1,785 visits), and filled 7,687 prescriptions valued at $632,966. 

Other drives & events - resulted in an additional 3,224 people helped.   
Operation Bootstrap Job Readiness Program - 55 graduates. 

  
• In 2007, SVDP’s other ongoing programs helped thousands of people: 

Thrift Stores – six locations in Greater Cincinnati provide low-cost & no-cost goods. 
 Donate-A-Car Program – proceeds from donated cars help our neighbors in need. 
 
• In 2007, SVDP partnered with media and corporate sponsors for the following programs: 
 - Channel 9 Fan Drive - 505 fans and 124 air conditioners collected and distributed. 

- Channel 5 Cares Coat Drive & Carns Coats for Kids – 6,236 coats collected for children & adults.  
 - Kroger & Fox 19 Food From The Heart - 216.5 barrels or 75,775 pounds of food collected; SVDP was also the recipient of 
financial donations collected at store checkouts during the holidays.  
 - Macy’s Mattress & Furniture Drive - 189 furniture donations. 
 - Shop With A Bengal - 8 Cincinnati Bengals football players shopped with and purchased gifts for 60 children.  

- New partnerships with The Cincinnati Reds, Longworth Hall & Metro, among others, resulted in 
  additional help for neighbors in need.  

 
• In 2007, Holiday & Fall Programs made a difference in the lives of 6,188 local families: 
 - Thanksgiving Dinners - food for a Thanksgiving meal provided for 2,090 families.  
 - SVDP neighborhood-based Christmas programs – Christmas gifts or food provided for 2,680 families. 
 - Bank St. Food Pantry Christmas Dinners – food for a Christmas meal provided for 580 families.    
 - St. Xavier Christmas Baskets - provided food for an additional 227 families 
 - Adopt-A-Family Program - provided necessities and gifts for: 240 families. 
 - Christmas Angel and other Toy Programs - provided Christmas toys for an additional 371 families, reaching 898 children. 
  
• SVDP’s board of directors is a diverse group of 19 men and women dedicated to serving the needs of the local community.
